Hi there,

GLA has completed the Stage 3 excavations of BaHh-2 to BaHh-6, identified during the Stage 2
pedestrian survey of the property at 442 Bruce Beach Road. No formal tools, ceramics, diagnostics
or potential cultural features were identified at any of the five sites. Summaries of the sites are
found below:

BaHh-2 (Teeswater site) was identified during the previous Stage 2 survey near the bank of the
Teeswater River. The find consisted of a biface. The Stage 3 assessment consisted of the
excavation of 7 test units and recovered 3 lithic flake fragments.
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BaHh-3 (Site 2) was identified during the previous Stage 2 survey as an isolated flake fragment.
The Stage 3 assessment consisted of the excavation of 5 test units and recovered 1 additional
flake fragment.

BaHh-4 (Site 3) was identified during the previous Stage 2 survey as two flake fragments within
approximately 12 m of each other and near the bank of the Teeswater River. The Stage 3
assessment consisted of the excavation of 10 test units and recovered 3 lithic flake fragments.

BaHh-5 (Site 4) was identified during the previous Stage 2 survey as an isolated flake fragment.
The Stage 3 assessment consisted of the excavation of 5 test units and did not result in the
recovery of additional artifacts.

BaHh-6 (Site 5) was identified during the previous Stage 2 survey as an isolated flake fragment.
The Stage 3 assessment consisted of the excavation of 5 test units and did not result in the
recovery of additional artifacts.

When assessed via the Ministry Standards and Guidelines none of the sites have further CHVI as
they do not meet the criteria for additional archaeological assessment. It is recommended that the
sites do not require Stage 4 mitigation of development impacts. Does SON have any concerns
regarding these recommendations?
